Daily Expectations
· Smile(, be happy, have fun!!  The more involved and the more fun you have, the more fun that the campers have…If your not having fun, chances are, they aren’t either.

· You are required to participate in all camp activities, so be prepared to get dirty, get wet and do it all with a smile on your face!
· You will be furnished with 1 Easton Park and Recreation Staff T-Shirt.  You must wear a staff t-shirt every day to camp. It is also strongly suggested that you wear sneakers to camp as well (You are not allowed to walk barefoot around camp). 
· You must arrive at camp at 8:45am unless otherwise notified to set-up for camp for the day.  You may not leave camp until your afternoon chore is completed and you are dismissed by the Camp Director. A list of daily chores will be assigned to staff throughout the summer by the Director.

· You are required to stay with your group at all times during the day.  
· It is important to lead by example.  You should follow and enforce the same rules that the campers need to adhere to.
Unacceptable Behavior

· You are hired as CIT’s to be responsible for children over the course of the summer.  Please keep in mind that excessive personal conversations will not be tolerated.  
· Excess physical contact with the campers will not be tolerated.  This includes ruff-housing.  Remember campers are sensitive and things that may not bother you, will probably make them cry!  (Water balloons, teasing, etc.)

· Please be aware the Easton Park and Recreation is not responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged items that you may bring to camp with you.  This includes any damage that may occur to cars in the parking lot.  

· You may not leave the camp grounds for any reason, unless authorized to do so by the Camp Director.  This means no trips to the Blue-Bird during camp hours.  Also, food/drink found in the snack bar is off limits. BRING YOUR OWN SNACK & LUNCH. 
· Cell phones MUST remain in your cars at all times. There are NO exceptions to this. If you are caught with your cell phone the Director will take it for the remainder of the day. If it happens again you will be asked to leave camp unpaid. If it happens on a 3rd occasion you will be dismissed from camp for the remainder of the summer. 
Please wear a watch to day camp EVERYDAY in lieu of your cell phone! 

Daily Procedures 
REPORTING TIME:  Daily 8:45 a.m. (Unless otherwise notified)

· If for any reason you are unable to work for the day, please notify the Camp Director by 7:45am.  
CAMPERS ARRIVE: 8:55am-9:05am (Be alert! Greet parents & children!)

SETTLING IN: 9:05-9:15am Gather your group and their belongings and bring them to your groups “home base”, this should be a section of cubbies. 
THE CAMP DAY: 9:15-1:45pm 

CLEAN-UP: 1:45pm-2:00pm 

DISMISSAL: 2:00pm 
If the majority of children have been picked up (about 90%), one counselor can stay with the remaining children while other counselors can begin clean-up. 

CLEAN-UP/CHORES: 2:05pm-2:15pm 
Take this time to complete assigned weekly chore.  Also, do a walk through of camp and pick up any remaining trash.  Periodically, we may have a brief staff meeting at the end of the day. Otherwise, once your duties are completed, and you are dismissed by the Camp Director, you are free to go.
CAMP CANCELLATION
In the case of inclement weather, camp may be delayed, cancelled or dismissed early.  The programmer will send you an email as soon as a decision has been made.  A message will also be left on our cancellation line 203-268-1071. 
PROBLEMS WITH CO-WORKERS

Since everyone is individual and unique, it is not unusual for differences to arise between co-workers.  Your supervisors realize this and part of their responsibility is to foster teamwork.  If you should have a problem with a co-worker, it is to your benefit to talk to the Camp Director.  If you do not feel comfortable speaking to the Camp Director, your next step is the Programmer.

PROGRAM AREAS

WATER/BEACH SAFETY

We do not swim in the water at Sunshine Park Day Camp.  The campers are allowed to go up to the knees to retrieve water for sand castles and beach fun.  When you are at the waterfront, all attention needs to be focused on your group and the water, you should be doing frequent head counts and review the beach rules with your campers daily. Some water front rules are:

No campers in lifeguard chair, no sand throwing, share toys, and stay on beach at all times.  

We also use Funyaks at camp.  All campers and staff must wear life jackets while using a funyak.  Younger campers (K-2) should be paired with a counselor or CIT when using a funyaks.  Unorganized and unplanned water fights are not permitted at camp.  This includes use of water guns, water balloons, or buckets of water.  Campers many times will bring in water balloons to camp.  They may not be used unless it is a scheduled activity.  If you do a balloon toss or any other activity using balloons, please make sure that all balloon scraps are picked up and disposed of properly.
LUNCH

It is recommended and encouraged that all campers and counselors eat lunch on the picnic tables by the snack shack. Some campers will have “lunch bunch” and need to pick up their lunch at the snack shack. Please help those campers that need assistance.  Campers should be seated while eating.  Please keep an eye out for the campers; make sure that they are eating the majority of their lunch.  If they refuse, bring it to the attention of the parent during pick up.  If a camper forgets their lunch please notify the counselor.  Counselors are responsible for picking up after their group at the end of lunch.  Campers get approx. 30 minutes to eat lunch and have free play.  

SPECIAL GUESTS

On several occasions throughout the summer we will have special entertainers on site to do a show/event for the campers.  This does not equal free time for counselors.  You are required to participate and aid the campers in participating.  
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Day Camp Rules

These rules apply to both counselors, CIT’s and campers throughout the summer.  Please review these rules with your campers every Monday of each new session.

· No swearing, inappropriate gestures or name calling.
· No insubordinate behavior.  Campers must respect counselors at all times.

· No fighting—verbal or physical.
· Shoes must be worn at all times, when not on the beach.

· Clean-up after yourself.

· Campers must remain in your group at all times.

· If a camper needs to use the restroom, they need to go with a same gender buddy or younger children must be accompanied by an adult.
